 Charles Dickens, in his famous novel, ñDavid  
Copperfieldò, created delightful character by the name 
of Wilkins Micawber who was forever in financial diffi-
culty. He was alternately buoyed by the hope that at 
last fortune was to be his, and reduced almost to  
despair by sudden, unaccountable reverses. And yet, it 
is his optimistic expectation which readers remember, 
since Mr. Micawber was constantly ñlooking for some-
thing to turn up.ò 
  
 Caricature though he is, Mr.Micawber is a a  
reflection of the great Psalms and   and prophets of the 
Old Testament. They were at times reduced almost to 
despair by Israel's repeated infidelities to God and the 
consequences of that on their minds. Yet, it is always 
their optimism that is remembered, since the psalms 
and prophets were constantly looking ñfor something to 
turn upò something or someone who would set things 
right. 
 
 This Christmas we celebrate that arrival. That 
something, or someone, has turned up. The Messiah, 
long expected, has arrived. The Lord has come...born in 
a manger in the little town of Bethlehem.  ñLift up your 
heads, O you gates; be lifted up, you ancient 
doors,  that the King of glory may come in.ò (Ps, 24:7). 
The King of glory has arrived. 
 
 ñNow the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this 
way,ò Matthew declares, and then fills in the details of 
the unusual arrival. And he quotes from Isaiah in  
asserting that the arrival is the fulfillment of prophecy: 
ñBehold a virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and his 
name shall be called Emmanuel.ò (Is. 7:14).  
lmmanuel  ð ñGod with usò God has arrived; God is 
now with us.   
 
May we live everyday with that joyous news!
